SPEAKER SELECTION PROCESS
Digital Home Summit speakers represent one of our conference’s most valuable asset. We’re looking for industry thought leaders who can provide expert analysis and insight into the hottest trend in broadband today.  Our selection process is designed to ensure we recruit only the most experienced and qualified speakers. We look forward to reviewing your submission. 

Preliminary session descriptions (located below) have been established, for which you can submit a speaker/panelist proposal. You may propose to speak on one of these defined sessions, or you may propose your own idea. Preference for new panel proposals will be given to panels that also include service provider participation. Please consider the following key selection guidelines when preparing and submitting your session proposal/abstract:

· Session proposals must be substantive and educational – sales and product-marketing focused submissions will be ignored. Selected speakers who focus on sales/marketing of products during their DHS speaking slot will not be invited back for future Pivot/Telecompetitor conferences.


· Please recognize that most DHS speaking slots are in a panel format. Any new session proposals may be in panel format and can include potential panelists, but we reserve the right to finalize all panels, panelists, and moderators.  Panels may or may not involve the use of PowerPoint presentations. Each panel (led by its respective moderator) will decide at a date closer to the event if PowerPoint decks will or will not be used. If PowerPoint’s will be used, panelists will be limited to no more than FIVE slides. We’re more interested in provocative discussion among panelists and the audience, than long PowerPoint presentations.


· We encourage you to be specific and in-depth with your session proposals. Abstracts that are overly generalized and basic (i.e. The Future of the Digital Home) will not be chosen. We are looking for proposals that provide meaningful examination of the proposed topic and will cause our attendees to walk away from your session thinking they really learned something of value.


· Submitting a proposal in no way guarantees its acceptance. Due to the large number of session proposals, we will not respond to all proposals. Only accepted proposals will be notified of their status.

Proposals will be judged on the following criteria: 

· Relevancy of Content: Telecompetitor has built a reputation as a highly focused event, concentrating on the unique issues facing broadband carriers as they develop digital home strategies. Is your proposed session relevant? Will it be beneficial for broadband carriers and the digital home ecosystem? 


· Completeness of Submission: Is your proposal well thought out and complete? Have you drafted a paragraph explaining exactly what will be covered and why it's important - or is your submission just a one-liner? 


· Timeliness: Does your proposed session address current issues that broadband carriers are facing? Does your presentation draw upon recent studies and experiences? 


· Service Provider Participation – proposals that include meaningful service provider participation will have preference. By meaningful, we mean in-person case study examination of technology and business issues, providing pro and con analysis. We don’t mean sales pitches for services or products.


· Originality: Has your proposed session been covered extensively at other conferences? Will attendees be hearing new information, of stuff they already know? 


· Depth: Does your proposed session go beyond an introductory snapshot, to provide detailed, tangible information? Overly generalized sessions, (i.e. The Future of the Digital Home) will not be selected. 


· Experience: How qualified are you to speak on this subject matter? What other industry events have you spoke at, and what is your company's position in the marketplace? 


· Your Position: We prefer non-marketing job titles. And we look for speakers with excellent reputations for delivering compelling presentations and keeping the audience engaged.

Platform Breakout Sessions

Everywire Home Networking: The Path from HPNA to G.hn 11:15 – 12:15p
IPTV providers have long included HPNA in their plans for digital content distribution in the home. Emerging applications which leverage G.hn are now emerging, and this panel discussion will outline the roadmap to G.hn, its capabilities, and its promise.

 Gateways into the Digital Home: Surveying the Landscape 2:00 – 3:00p

It is requested that you offer a replacement speaker; however all substitute speakers will be confirmed at show management's discretion. Show management reserves the right to refuse the proposed replacement.

Presentations are to be educational in nature. Speakers are not to use this opportunity as a sales or marketing pitch for a specific company or product. Any speaker who is judged by show management, at its sole discretion, to violate this agreement, may be barred from speaking at future Pivot/Telecompetitor events.
